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What are the problems?

Most businesses can’t operate without using machinery or equipment to get the
job done. Often this equipment is costly and it may take many years to build up
all the gear you need for the job.

Unfortunately, accidents involving work equipment are happening all the time — many of
them are very serious and often they are deadly.

The causes of most machinery accidents are well known and most of these accidents can
be prevented. For this reason, a high number of employers are prosecuted under the Health
and Safety in Employment Act 1992 when workers are injured by machinery or equipment.

This booklet will help you to identify and deal with the most common causes of machinery

and equipment accidents.

Manufacturers know their machines best - follow the manufacturers’

safety instructions!
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Why should you do something about it?

Fewer injuries mean lower cost to your business and this becomes more apparent
with the introduction of experience rating. Under experience rating, eligible
businesses and self-employed people, who have lower-than-average injury rates,

with better-than-average return-to-work rates, may get a discount on their levies.
Those with worse-than-average claims experience may get a loading on their levy.

Experience rating recognises and rewards those business owners with good claims
experience. It also encourages businesses to prevent injuries in the workplace and
when accidents do happen, help injured employees return to work as safely and
quickly as possible.

Work accidents usually have a huge impact on everyone involved — the injured
worker and their family, their workmates and the employer. This will put all of you
(and your business) under a lot of stress.

Many incidents happen that result in damage to valuable work equipment — this
can place a financial strain on your business.

Poorly maintained or wrongly used equipment will break down more often and
affect your business productivity and profits.

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What should you do now?

You will need to:

List all the machinery and equipment you use in your workplace (you may be able
to use the ‘fixed asset’ list from your balance sheet).

Read the manufacturer’s instructions for each item to make sure it is being
operated safely.

Check to make sure all moving parts are guarded as fully as possible.
Check that all electrical equipment is being used safely.

Look at the way the machines and equipment are cleaned - make sure that any
machine or equipment is isolated during cleaning, that any stored energy is released,
and that the guarding is put back on when the cleaning process is complete.

Make sure that machinery and equipment are only being used for their intended
purposes.

Make sure all your workers know how to use the gear properly and are following
safety instructions.

Develop a plan to maintain your machinery and equipment regularly.
