A property or characteristic is an action or 
condition that causes something to behave in 

a particular way, especially in terms of 
disease or infection; the causative agent.

For cover, the risk of sustaining this form of 
personal injury should be significantly greater 

for people who do this particular type of 
employment task or work in that 

environment, than for people who do not. 

There is no cover for a pre-existing non-
covered condition, or its worsened 

symptoms, if a person’s employment 
aggravates the symptoms.
