What is a Full Self Cover Accredited Employer and why do they need an impairment assessment report?

What is a Full Self Cover Accredited Employer?

These are employers who have joined ACC’s Partnership Programme and take full responsibility for managing their employees’ work injury claims.  This includes providing rehabilitation and entitlements.

There are approximately 180 Full Self Cover Accredited Employers in the programme which accounts for over 25% of the full-time workforce.

Does ACC ever get involved in the claims process?

Yes, we manage applications for lump sum payments on behalf of the Accredited Employer. 

How does the assessment process differ for Full Self Cover Accredited Employers?

The only difference is that as well as completing the usual Impairment Assessment Report, we need you to complete an additional Impairment Assessment (Accredited Employer) Report. 

The additional report covers only work-related injuries relating to the Accredited Employer and is a shorter summary of the Impairment Report.  We will send a copy of the report to the Accredited Employer.

Why do they need an Impairment Assessment (Accredited Employer) Report?

Feedback from Full Self Cover Accredited Employers has indicated they would like to understand better their employee’s injury/ies. This will help them manage the claim and make any payments their employee is entitled to receive.  

As the full assessment report contains information not related to the work injury, we’re not able to give them a copy of this. 

We send a copy of both reports to the employee for their information.
